The sources of
drinking water
(both tap water
and bottled
water) include
rivers, lakes,
streams, ponds,

reservoirs,
springs, and wells. As water travels over the surface
of the land or through the ground, it dissolves
naturally occurring minerals and, in some cases,
radioactive material, and can pick up sub stances

as salts and metals, which can be naturally-occurring
or result from urban storm water runoff, industrial or
domestic wastewater discharges, oil and gas
production, mining, or farming; pesticides and
herbicides

which may

come from a
variety of
sources such
as agriculture,
urban storm
w ater runoff,

and residential
uses; organic
chemical contaminants, including synthetic and
volatile organic chemicals, which are by-products of
industrial processes and petroleum production, and
can also come from gas stations, urban storm w ater

runoff, and septic systems; and radioactive
contaminants, w hich can be naturally-occurring or
be the result of oil and gas production and mining
activities.

In order to ensure that tap water is safe to drink, EPA
prescribes regulations which limit the amount of
certain contaminants in water provided by public

w ater systems. FDA regulations establish limits for
contaminants in bottled water, which must provide
the same protection for public health.

When You Turn on Your Tap,
Consider the Source

The water that is used by this system is surface water
from the Broad River. The Broad River originates in
the Hickory Nut Gorge area, above Lake Lure, N.C,,
and flows southeast through Rutherford County.

(SWAP) conducted assessments for all drinking water
sources across North Carolina. The purpose of the
assessments was to determine the susceptibility of
each drinking water source (well or surface water
intake) to Potential Contaminant Sources (PCSs). The
results of the assessment are available in SW AP
Assessment Reports that include maps, background
information and a relative susceptibility rating of
Higher, Moderate or Lower.

The relative susceptibility rating of the source for
Broad River Water Authority was determined by
combining the contaminant rating (number and
location of PCSs within the assessment area) and the
inherent vulnerability rating (i.e., characteristics or
existing conditions of the watershed and its delineated
assessment area.). The assessment findings are
summarized in the table below:
